NAVICP-M continues to receive unmarked or improperly marked technical documents.  The importance of properly marking technical documents with the correct Distribution Statement, Export Control Statement and Destruction Notice cannot be overemphasized.  Guidance pertaining to these requirements is specified in DOD Directives 5230.24 and 5230.25.  Also, SECNAVINST 5510.36, Chapter 8 addresses dissemination and distribution of technical documents.  The DOD instructions can be found at http://www.dtic.mil.whs/directives.   SECNAVINST 5510.36 chapter 8-7 Dissemination of Technical Documents dated 17 March 1999 applies.
 

NAVICP-M can no longer accept the additional workload of correcting all technical documents that are unmarked or improperly marked.  It is the responsibility of the cognizant Technical Support Activity or the In- Service Engineering Agent to ensure Provisioning and/or Reprocurement technical documents are properly marked prior to secondary release.  

An example of a properly marked technical document is shown below.  It is important to note that all markings must be within the borders or boundaries of the document and must not be superimposed on any part of the document containing any technical data or design.
