(Note: It was agreed to close this action item as SEA 04L23 provided the following information on the "new" policy regarding, "How many copies of each TM, in hard and digit-form, is required on a particular ship":

(a) The TDMIS is identified as the specific system of choice to "register" the required TM population.

(b) NAVSEA, ISEA/TMMA, and TYCOM representatives jointly determine TM-outfitting requirements based on specific system user needs, usage requirements, weight and available stowage, and the ability to restore from an engineering or battle casualty.  Ships are not authorized to exceed or reduce these requirements unless specifically authorized by the TYCOM in their Command Chain.

Current Status: SPAWAR concurs that interim process solution of ILO personnel transiting to ships database to process changes is inefficient.  Initial work towards a remote access solution pursued a Virtual Private Network (VPN) method of communications architecture.  However, VPNs bypass network firewalls and, therefore, are not Navy-Marine Corps Unclassified Trusted Network Protection (UTNProtect) policy compliant.  Current SPAWAR remote access communications architecture testing is concentrated on Secure Socket Layer (SSL) protocol.  Optimal permanent solution, permitting bi-directional transaction replication, will be provided in a future version of eNTCSS.  Bi-directional transaction replication will begin integration into eNTCSS in FY-05.  It was agreed to keep this action item open and to report status at the October Interim FLSIC.

SUP 4B2 follow-up on R-Supply trouble report regarding Fund Codes being dropped which impacts allowancing and advise ALCON.

Current Status: SUP 4C3C2 briefed this issue at the FLSIC outlining the three-phased approach.  The interim fix (phase 2) was included in the .4/.6 release and was distributed in Feb 03.  It was agreed to keep this action item open and to report status at the October Interim FLSIC.

SPAWAR PMW-151 to formally modify the Technical Compatibility Testing (TCT) process to include Fleet representation prior to certification of any new releases to R-Supply and OMMS-NG:

Current Status: COMLANTFLT N412A is coordinating this issue with TYCOMs and SPAWAR.  SPAWAR has not formally delineated a message, however, they are including/requesting Fleet participation on new items.  Fleet Supply representatives are committed to assist during the TCT process.  Normally, SSC will contact Fleet Supply reps and request the assist and this issue was discussed during a recent Requirements IPT meeting with PMW 151.  When the supply software is tested, the interfaces from NALCOMIS/OMMS-NG etc are tested to find any software flaws prior to release.  After release, flaws become Trouble Reports that need to be prioritized.  Keep open and report status at October Interim FLSIC.
