- Request SPAWAR notify Fleet CINCs/TYCOMs via 

  message when a new TCT phase begins.  This message 

  should identify the timeframe TYCOM representatives 

  from supply and maintenance are invited to test the 

  proposed release as a group at SPAWAR.


- Following this TYCOM test period, SPAWAR will 

  release a synopsis via message that will list the 

  critical areas to be corrected and an expected 

  completion date of those corrections.  The message 

  will also provide the dates for follow-up TYCOM 

  testing.


- Upon successful completion of testing and other 

  standard R-Supply & OMMS-NG requirements for 

  release, SPAWAR will release a message to announce 

  TCT completion and Fleet concurrence.  This message 

  should identify TYCOM supply and maintenance POCs 

  who have concurred with release.


(NOTE: TYCOM representative participation, in the form of SME’s, in the Functional Manager Certification is a necessary and highly desired part of the NCSS Program Office’s Software Engineering Life Cycle Review Process.  Recommend that Functional Managers (NAVSUP, NAVSEA, NAVAIR) continue to identify and coordinate the participation of TYCOM representatives in the Final Integration Testing phase of future software releases.


The TCT Process has been completely revised, this action is no longer required.  Fleet participation is provided as a part of Final Integration Testing (FIT).  Function Manager (FM) and Fleet subject matter expert (SME) participation is desired at the FIT to test delivered functionality.  The FM requests Fleet SME participation.  Action item is considered closed.)

SEA 04L5B review CM programs for submission/consideration under NAVSUP’s E-Business Office for possible funding.  (Originator CLF N412A).
(NOTE: Three CDMD-OA modifications were submitted for e-business funding consideration: ASI file splitting, RMAIS closed loop process, and Software Configuration Management (SCM).  SEA 04L5 received funding for SCM, which offered the greatest Navy-wide benefit and is the most complex of the three projects.  SCM will be included CDMD-OA release 3.4.0 that is scheduled to be sent to NMCI in June 2004 for testing and release.

Recommend action item to be closed in light of the fact that the Belleau Wood is included in prototype analysis for the entire LHD class within the Decision Based Support initiative in which problem systems for class are being reviewed for technical and logistics improvement actions. This data was reviewed in depth and it was determined that the churn will remain but that it has very little impact relative to the shipboard working sailor.  Churn on New Construction database build is endemic.  This analysis was validated by the results of the POST PSA SCLSIS Audit conducted by SEA04 Team in Jan 2004.  The SEA04L Chaired Post-PSA SCLSIS Database audit report for DDG 87 has come out in draft form and will be released for general distribution directly.

NSWC PH Code 300 (Dave Drexler) and NSWC Corona Code QA-30 (Mitch Fischer) also requested quarterly MTRTS data for Reliability assessment.  It was agreed to close this action item.)

Regarding re-basing ILO functionality into CDMD-OA, the following actions is required:

Current Status: FLTILO waiting for programming to be completed within CDMD-OA.  Specifically, CDMD-OA CENTRAL needs to permit DBR replication from each CDM so FTSC logisticians can view the results/notes and produce validation aids for discrepancies requiring validation.  No presentation on this status, ready to go once programming is in place and there is an opportunity to review and document the procedures.

The replication programming has been completed, but has not been tested.  CDMD-OA GUI versions 3.3.0 and 3.4.0 (scheduled to be packaged in May 2004 for NMCI testing and release) must be released prior to replication.  In order to implement the replication of workfiles between Central and the CDM servers, the primary keys (unique identifiers) need to be the same between Central and the CDM server and unique across all the CDM servers.  The primary keys of the Workfile tables are based on unique numbers (System Assigned IDentifier, or SA_ID) generated on each site. This satisfies the requirement to be unique on the site, but replicating the Workfiles to Central would cause conflicts.  This is the reason for the addition of the Site Code.  The Site Code plus the SA_ID makes the Workfile data unique across all sites, and Central.  A Workfile generated on Central will have a Site Code of "CT", and will retain that Site Code when it is sent to the CDM server.  Changes on the CDM server (as the Workfile is processed) will update the original Workfile on Central via replication.  The replication process can do this because the primary keys are the same on Central and the CDM server.  A problem arose during the development of the process to send the Workfile to the CDM server.  A Workfile on Central can contain UICs from several CDMs, however a Workfile on the CDM server must be for a single CDM.  Access to the Workfile transactions is based on the Workfile Summary record.  If more than one CDM is on the same server, the Workfile from Central must be split into separate Workfiles by CDM.  The CDM Workfiles must still be tied to the single Workfile on Central so the various changes can be replicated correctly. By adding the CDM_UIC to the primary key of the Workfile Summary, the multiple Workfiles on the CDM server can have unique keys (Site Code, SA_ID, and CDM_UIC) while still linked to the Central Workfile (by Site Code and SA_ID).  The CDM_UIC is the owner of the Workfile on that particular server. On Central, the CDM_UIC will be the UIC of the user that created the Workfile (ISEA, RMC, NAVICP, etc.).  On the CDM server, the CDM_UIC will be the UIC of the CDM responsible for processing the Workfile transactions.
Regarding status provided, FTSCLANT 4120 (Ed Gale) stated that replication ability of CDM’s DBR to central is required and was on the list to be programmed.  Once programmed, will need to prototype and finish documenting procedures.  Keep this action item open.
