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FOREWORD

The Chief of Naval Operations (CNO) appointed the Commander, Naval Sea Systems Command (COMNAVSEASYSCOM) as the responsible agent for non-aviation outfitting and assigned NAVSEASYSCOM responsibility for overall operations and maintenance of the Navy Outfitting Program (NOP).  Within NAVSEA, the Assistant Deputy Commander, Fleet Logistics Support, Outfitting and Material Support Division (NAVSEA 04L4), has the authority to execute NOP financial and program management.
Within the NOP, outfitting material costs are funded by the following appro​priations:  


Other Procurement, Navy (OPN)


Shipbuilding and Conversion, Navy (SCN)

Each appropriation has individual policies and procedures for management and execution of the NOP, which is published in two volumes.  This manual provides policies and procedures for outfitting accomplished under the SCN appropriation.  This manual also supersedes T9066-AA-MAN-020, Volume 2, dated 1 November 1987.  Volume 1 of the NOP Policies and Procedures Manual provides guidance for outfitting under the OPN appropriation.
NAVSEA 04L4 has responsibility for the review, coordination, approval and issuance of changes to the NOP Policies and Procedures Manual.  Proposed changes to the manual may originate from the Fleet and Type Commands, Systems Commands (SYSCOMs), or any other responsible source.  Proposed changes should identify which chapter and paragraph of the manual require change, and include background information and reasons for change.  Proposed changes to the manual should be forwarded to NAVSEA 04L4, who will coordinate the proposed change.
